New 15mm laminated safety glass
canopy over restrained with
25mm@ stainless steel rods

connecting to 50mm stainless
steel and supported at the building
end on stainless steel box gutter
secured to wall and draining into
carpark below.

Existing (sacraficial temporary)
windows and associated cill to be
removed and brick work below to

be cut out using diamond cutting
equipment down to floor level to
accept new automatic, outward
opening, double glazed, powder
coated aluminium doors.
Threshhold to be level to comply
with Building Regulations. Door
frame to receive mastic pointing to
seal against water ingress. All
internal finishes to be made good.

Existing balustrading to be cut
between support posts, open ends
to be plated and decorations to be

Bridge to consist 75x75mm
stainless steel equal angle
perimeter frame with mild steel
base plate and retaining mesh
tack welded to base to form tray,
infilled with 35N concrete.

Bridge tray fixed to and supported
by 3nr 203x203x46kg steels
painted 1nr coat primer, 2nr coats
undercoat & 2nr coats full gloss -
colour to be confirmed by
Architect. Support steels to be
resin bolted via 12mm mild steel
plates into brick wall at building
end and concrete retaining wall at
pavement end.
